 American Chowder
What You Need
1 large onion, sliced 
2 Tbsp.  butter or margarine 
4 cups cubed potatoes 
2 cups  water 
1 cup sliced celery 
1/4 tsp.  pepper 
2 cups milk 
2 Tbsp.  flour 
1 pkg. (12 oz.) OSCAR MAYER Smokies, sliced 
1/2 lb.  (8 oz.) VELVEETA®, cut up 
Make It
